 Product Project Selection Criteria

  1) Frame & Panel construction






    2) Dovetail construction





    3) Incorporate pocket hole joinery





    4) Be Ok’ed by Mr. Barron





    5) Big is not always better--- (time for lab-competition)







(We will have about 30 class periods for this)

Remember the costs incurred are yours and you are responsible for that so plan this into your product selection.   I want you to have a solid usable product for yourself or a product that you could sell or possible build for someone on a commission.  This is the way that the business world works and the way I want you to think.  Your work should be of value and it should show your talents and skills as a woodworker.  


I have samples that I will be showing along the way.  I recommend this as the maximum size that you undertake,,,,,,,,,, but then again as I said I want this to be of use and value to you.


Ideal maximum sizes are as follows:

Height------   38”

 Width-------   23”

Depth- ------- 16”


It is suggested that a combination of plywood and solid lumber be used.  The case or carcass should be constructed of 3/4” plywood and 1/4” plywood for the back and also drawer bottoms.  Solid lumber can be used to wrap or treat any plywood edge.  Hardware should be a part of the finished product.  This may include hinges, knobs or pulls, drawer slides, or hangers.    Remember the bigger the project usually the more dollars it will cost you or your Mom and Dad!!


The idea is to produce a high quality cabinet/furniture piece.  One that has more than just a monetary value.  One that you will have for a lifetime or else one that you may be able to market and take part in the American way of life--------Profit!!!

Main Objectives

Design and build something useful.  The learning and skill building will happen along the way as a result of your challenges to yourself and your abilities. One way of learning is trial and error.  This is a valuable way of learning only sometimes it costs you money.   You are here to learn and do the best job you can.  The thing that you can not afford is trial and error when it comes to SAFETY------    You have to be safe in all aspects of your woodworking experiences.  You should start to build an understanding and appreciation for the woodworking industry and this should give you a possible idea of a future career in woods!!  :) 

You must pay your projected lumber bill before any materials are cut.   Hardware for your project may be purchased from Mr. Barron or you may get your own, hardware will be purchased from Mr. Barron before it is given to you.  Plan accordingly.    All safety tests and procedures must me met and followed before production can begin.
